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APPLICATION 
 
 

 
Integrated’s Certified Applicators will install Compost Blanket and Filter Socks at 
the specifications required by Filtrexx™, using a truck mounted pneumatic 
blower.  If necessary other additives such as seeds, tackifiers, soil conditioners 
and/or wetting agents will be applied with the compost.  Where required 
Integrated can arrange lifting machines such as Cherry Pickers, Boom Lifts and 
Elevated Work Platform to ensure 100% coverage of the required area. 
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AFTERCARE AND PRESENTATION OF SITE 
 
 
 

1. After Installation the Compost Blanket should be watered every 2 days for the 
first week and then once a week for 3 weeks.  If the site is not a high visible 
concern, watering should cease after the first week.  Native seeds are best 
not to be tricked into germination by over watering; the seeds should remain 
dormant until natural rain patterns stimulate growth. 

 
2. After nursery stock e.g. Japanese Millet & Rye Grasses have established 

initial root systems, there will be a die back period.  This natural occurrence is 
required to kick start the soil amelioration process which plays a key role in 
the eventual long term sustainability of the native plant stock. 

 
3. The ‘die back’ of the initial nursery stock will not affect the effectiveness of the 

Compost Blanket. 
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COMPOST BLANKET ENGINEERING NOTES 
 
 

Compost Blankets are a slope stabilisation, erosion control and vegetation 
establishment practice used on eroded, bare or disturbed soils .Slope grade and 
length will influence the application depth or combined used with Filter Soxx. 
Compost Blankets are applied to a depth of 25– 50mm with a pneumatic blower 
truck. These control erosion by providing a compost blanket with 100% soil contact 
that eliminates water runoff. Fig 1.1 
Seeding can be injected at the same time as application. 
Netting can be stapled to the slope prior to the application of the compost blanket to 
increase the erosion control capabilities. Fig 1.2 
The compost component of the blanket is from aged green waste organic matter, that 
has been sanitized through the generation of heat produced by controlled aerobic 
decomposition.

The severity of the slope grade will influence location and related application.

Filter Soxx are a three dimensional sediment control device using organic compost 
as a filter media. Filter soxx can be applied on any disturbed area requiring erosion 
and sediment control and filtration of soluble pollutants from runoff.

For Best Management Practices a combination of Compost Blankets and Silt Soxx 
should be used to control erosion and sediment problems in the field. These products 
will not only immediately stop erosion but also encourage vegetation, macrobiotic 
activity in soil, and create a more absorbent and stable soil. 
 
Using the Filtrexx Compost Blanket and/or Filter Soxx ™ the landscape will be left in 
a natural and more harmonious state in contrast to using other methods of bank 
stabilization and sediment control.
